
Getting Here: 

Address: The Crucible Theatre, 55 Norfolk Street, 
Sheffield, S1 1DA.

The Crucible Theatre is located in Sheffield’s city centre, 
on the corner of Norfolk Street and Arundel Gate. Click 
here to visit the ‘how to get here’ page on the venue 
website. This page highlights how to travel to the venue 
by car, train, bus or tram.

Admission & During Play:

For general admission ticket holders, doors open 
approximately one hour before each session starts 
and reserved seating is in place for the duration of the 
tournament.

Please note that there may be times where we have to hold 
guests on Tudor Square, so please dress according to 
the weather. We will be working quickly to get you inside. 
In colder weather, please bring something warm to wear. 
Please be aware that inside it may feel a few degrees 
cooler than normal because of our increased ventilation 
and fresh air flow in the theatre.

Once inside the arena and play has started, please remain 
in your seat during each frame. Should you need to leave 
the Crucible, we will readmit you to your seat at the end of 
a frame.

For hospitality ticket holders (premium tickets, Legends 
Walk Premium Tickets, Century Club tickets and 1875 
Club Hospitality tickets), please refer to your separate 
document you have been emailed, which details important 
information about your visit.  
 
Cloakroom:

A cloakroom facility is available at the venue and will 
be open before and after sessions and during the mid-
session interval. We encourage you to bring minimal 
belongings with you as we are not able to store luggage 
or suitcase, so please book storage with stasher.com 
which is pre-bookable online. If you are bringing a bag with 
you, this should be no bigger than A3 size.  Non-contact 
bag checks will be carried out on all bags for security 
purposes. 
 
Food & Drink:

Inside the venue, the Crucible Kitchen will be open* from 
9am (when play starts at 10am) to ticket holders of the 
current session.  On sale will be a selection of hot and cold 
drinks, sandwiches, sausage rolls, pork pies and snacks. 
Alcohol will be sold from 10am at the venue bars. You will 
also be able to purchase confectionary, light snacks and 
ice creams throughout the tournament.  Bars and Catering 
will close at the start of the final frame.

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*Crucible Kitchen will be CLOSED from Thursday 30 April 
until Monday 4 May inclusive due to 1875 Club Hospitality 
Drinks are allowed inside the arena during play. 

Drinks in cans and bottles will be decanted at point of sale 
into re-usable cups. We politely ask that you bring this out 
with you and give to a member of the team at the end of 
the session for us to wash and re-use. Please be mindful 
of making any noise with your drinks as it MUST be silent 
whilst play is in action. You are not permitted to bring any 
food or drink into the Crucible that you have purchased 
off site.

We encourage you to utilise the venues online pre-
order system to order your mid-session interval drinks. 
The venue accepts cash and card payments at all 
service points.

A picnic area will also be available in front of big screen on 
Tudor Square. This area provides a free and open space for 
the public, serviced by the Head of Steam pub. The Picnic 
area will be open between 8am - end of play each day.
 

GENERAL EVENT INFORMATION
 
Defending Champion:

Zhao Xintong won the 2025 Halo World Championship, 
becoming the first Asian player to conquer the Crucible. 
Can Xintong conquer the Curse of the Crucible, as no first-
time winner has ever successfully defended the crown?

There is an extra bonus of £147,000 up for grabs for 
any player making two 147s across the 2025/26 majors, 
that’s the three Triple Crown events plus the Saudi Arabia 
Snooker Masters. 

And there’s also a bonus of £100,000 for the first player 
to make 100 centuries in the season, with Mark Selby 
currently the front-runner for that prize.

How to Watch:

If you can’t be inside the arena for the duration of the 
tournament, you can keep up to date with the action on the 
BBC, TNT and the discovery app. The tournament will also 
be broadcast on other stations around the world and a full 
list on how to watch will be published on wst.tv near the 
start of the tournament.

For WST Play subscribers you will also be able to rewatch 
the Tournament back 30 days after the event.
 
 
Draw and Format:

The draw to complete the Last 32 round will be made 
following the conclusion of the qualifying stages, on 
Thursday April 16th. This will take place at roughly 8:45am 
and you can listen on BBC Five Live radio or on the BBC 
Sport website. Full details of the draw and schedule for the 
17 days at the Crucible will be published on wst.tv.
